F rther, the offering allows s pplier hierarchy information to beb modeled to help identify 

relationships between s ppliers that wo ld have otherwise re emained  ndiscovered.

Oracle S pplier Management’s feat re set and technical sol   tion translate to 

tremendo s b siness advantages – chiefly, how it can contri ib te to improved spend 

tracking, lower administration costs and better s pplier risk mmanagement. 

S pplier information can sit in different proc rement systems s across different 

geographies, divisions, and marketplaces. Consolidating all oof that data into one 

repository and rationalizing the details to establish a tr e &   niq e identity for each 

s pplier will enable acc rate enterprise-wide spend informatiion to be provided to 

exec tive-level management. Simply p t, centralized, clean ss pplier data creates 

acc rate insight abo t who an organization is spending moneey with. And visibility into 

spending patterns creates opport nities for cost red ction. OOnce data becomes 

centralized, decision-makers are better eq ipped to see whic ch s ppliers cost more and 

which have been performing better. 

For example, when an enterprise consolidates their s pplier data and then sees they 

have been proc ring comp ter monitors in different regions ffrom different s ppliers with 

varying degrees of cost, risk and performance, they may opt for a sole-so rce contract 

with j st one of them in order to drive their costs down. 

Beyond that, S pplier Management will drive down the costs s of s pplier administration. 

Every s pplier record stored by an organization carries a r cost with it to keep clerical

those details  p to date. As the n mber of s pplier records rrise, and the n mber of 

d plicates increase, those clerical costs can go  p and  p. SS pplier Management will 

enable a significant red ction in the administration costs.

To better  nderstand the capabilities of s ppliers in key prod d ct categories, and to track 

s bjective information abo t how that s pplier is performing, b ying organizations need 

to be able to store a wide range of additional details in their ss pplier master. Typically, 

this is the sort of information that is gathered by different dep partments and stored  sing 

paper-based systems, preventing an organization from  singg the details to gain a better 

insight into a s pplier’s performance. 

S pplier Lifecycle Management  tilizes User Defined Attrib tte technology that allows 

administrators to add an  nlimited range of attrib tes to the ss pplier definition and to 

gro p these into logical profile sections. The extensible S pp plier profile attrib tes allow 

disparate information to be capt red and stored centrally from m a wide variety of so rce 

systems incl ding 3rd party data so rces leveraging data inteegration. 

Fine-grained access control allow administrators to manage which  sers (incl ding 

internal and s pplier  sers) can have access to the individ a al attrib te gro ps in the 

extended profile.

To help manage the stream of inq iries that come from s pp plier prospects interested in 

doing b siness with the b ying organization, many companie es now  se their corporate 

websites to have potential s ppliers register their interest in eestablishing a b siness 

relationship.

As with iSP, the 

registration form can be config red to incl de Address, Cont acts, B siness Diversity 

Classification, Prod ct and Services category and Banking d details b t SLM allows for 

the incl sion of any of the Extended S pplier profile attrib te es. The prospective s pplier 

can also  pload attachments as part of their registration packket. To s pport 

sophisticated and conditional q alification proced res, admin nistrators can also establish 

q alification doc ments that allow vario s profile and compliaance information from the 

prospect to be capt red  sing a q estionnaire format. As par rt of the approval ro ting, 

the q alification q estionnaire can incl de internal eval ation ns provided by b siness 

 sers assessing the req est. 

In addition to the walk- p process, b yers can pre-register annd send invitations to 

prospective s ppliers, req esting them to provide additional details for pre-q alification 

and approval  sing the self-service capability. Once a prospe ective s pplier has 

registered, their req est is ro ted thro gh an approval hierar rchy for review and 

approval.

For many organizations, the processes for assessing new s   pplier relationships are 

c mbersome and inefficient. In an effort to ens re that “b sin ness gets done”, companies 

often s pport m ltiple channels for receiving new s pplier re q ests and then follow a 

very limited or haphazard proced re to review s pplier crede entials. Oftentimes, this is a 

poorly coordinated man al process that req ires tasks to be seq enced and tracked 

across m ltiple departments as credit checks are carried o t t, c stomer references 

called, q ality standards reviewed and prod ction facilities in nspected. 

Oracle S pplier Lifecycle Management leverages the Approv val Management Engine to 

allow companies to generate c stomized approval flows for pprocessing s pplier 

req ests and registration q alification packet. The details for r each new s pplier can be 

passed to m ltiple stakeholders across many departments wwithin the b ying 

organization. Approvers are notified when they are req ired tto review a req est and can 

check graphically the overall approval stat s for a given req   est. The b ying 

organization can apply b siness r les that will  se the details s in the req est to 

c stomize the approval flow so that the appropriate approver rs can look at the details. 

Once a registration req est has been approved or rejected, tthe prospect s pplier is 

a tomatically notified by email. Following approval, the q aliffication details provided by 

a prospect s pplier are synchronized and become part of the eir S pplier Master profile.

Most organizations maintain a team of administrators to deall with the flow of 

administrative  pdates from trading partners containing chan nges to their company 

profile details. To make this process more efficient, Oracle SS pplier Lifecycle 

Management extends existing iS pplier Portal f nctionality to o allow s pplier  sers to be 

given online access to maintain a wider range of their own co ompany and personal 

profile information. 

The s pplier  ser can maintain Company profile details, Add dress, Contact Directory, 

B siness Diversity Classifications, Prod cts and Services ca ategory and Banking Details. 

Internal administrators before approval and promotion can re eview s pplier profile 

changes. 

S ppliers are to q alification and on-going c also able access compliance and extended 

S pplier profile information that they are req ired to provide tto the b ying organization 

to maintain their stat s in the system. 

Compliance and Profile A dits 

Whilst there are reg latory req irements for some types of organizationr to keep key 

s pplier profile elements  p to date, this is also an important process for a lot of non-

reg lated organizations that are looking to meet Corporate SSocial Responsibility 

standards that they have set for themselves. 

Oracle S pplier Lifecycle Management enables administrato ors to  tilize the 

q estionnaire tools to gather and manage s pplier complianc ce and profile information 

that are req ired on an anniversary basis. They can define key compliance information 

that is req ired from s ppliers and then store the feedback p provided by the s pplier into 

the s pplier master profile record.

Companies recognize that employees who interact with s pp pliers can provide insightf l 

feedback on “soft” performance metrics for the s pplier. Bein ng able to canvas opinion 

from these key stakeholders and then  se the information to help drive an overall 

assessment of a s pplier’s performance is a key part of any collaborativec program 

intended to help improve s pplier relationships. 

Oracle S pplier Lifecycle Management will allow administratoors to generate internal 

q estionnaire doc ments that can be sent to key personnel wwithin the organization to 

eval ate and score specific aspects of a s pplier’s overall pe erformance. This will allow 

stakeholders in a diverse range of departments, s ch as Prooc rement, Finance, S pply 

Chain, Man fact ring, Q ality, Design and Legal, to combine e their opinions into a rating 

of how well the s pplier is doing. 

The feedback gathered abo t the s pplier is stored in the s  pplier profile allowing 

performance trends to be tracked and risk to be effectively mmanaged.

To assist administrators charged with managing the vendor mmaster for their 

organizations, Advanced Search capabilities enable them to efficiently find and retrieve 

s pplier records.

S pplier H b 

Oracle S pplier H b is the latest addition to Oracle’s existing g MDM footprint. Oracle 

MDM has already released prod cts designed to master c s stomers, prod cts, and sites. 

Oracle S pplier H b has extended TCA’s data model to inco orporate attrib tes within 

Oracle Advanced Proc rement’s s pplier model to give the mmost rob st s pplier data 

model on the market. 

F rthermore, the S pplier Management offerings sit on the ssame technology stack as 

Oracle’s Prod ct H b. One can master s ppliers and items oor prod cts within the same 

instance, and even tie prod cts to s ppliers thro gh o r item m-s pplier associations. 

How does it master S ppliers? With Oracle S pplier H b, m   ch like with other prod cts 

in the Oracle MDM portfolio, a data steward consolidates rec cords from so rce systems 

into the master, or “H b”, and removes d plicates by mergin g the same record that 

came from m ltiple spoke systems while maintaining cross reeferences back to those 

systems. Using “match r les”, data stewards can determine hhow sensitively d plicates

are identified  sing f zzy searches by setting weights for diffe erent attrib tes. The data 

merge req est can be created a tomatically d ring import pr rocess witho t the need of a 

steward’s man al work if d plicates are deemed similar eno   gh as well, and so long as 

the match r les are appropriately set. They can also enrich thhe data with third party 

information provided by the likes of D&B and Trilli m. These steps ens re that the 

master record is the single so rce of tr th for the entire enter rprise.

It is becoming increasingly important to a large n mber of orgganizations to be able to 

track classification and diversity information across their s ppply base in order to ens re 

that spending patterns can be matched to Corporate Social R Responsibility goals. 

To allow organizations to track a wide variety of classification n & diversity information 

abo t their s ppliers, the H b enables administrators to defin ne m ltiple classification 

schemas. This information can then be  sed when b ilding rreports to track spending 

patterns. 

S pplier Hierarchy Management 

A cr cial part of s pply base analysis is to  nderstand the re elationships that exist 

between the different s ppliers that are doing b siness with ddifferent parts of the b ying 

organization. This allows an organization to leverage aggreg gated spend information 

within the negotiation process with the s pplier. 

In addition to the basic parent /child relationship, the H b allo ows b siness  sers to 

define an  nlimited n mber of c stom s pplier relationship ty ypes and then  se these to 

track relations between different s ppliers. The c stom hiera archy information can be 

viewed in a tree str ct re and can be  tilized for vario s repo orting and s pplier 

management p rposes. 

S pplier Task Management 

S pplier task f nctionality provides ability to set p and track gran lar tasks and notes 

related to the S pplier party record. Yo can set p different ttypes of tasks like a 'follow-

 p action' task, 'b siness review meeting' task etc for examp ple to follow- p from 

performance management and analysis. Yo can manage ta ask stat s, priority, task 

reso rces, notes/attachments etc.

The Import tools enable s pplier identity, b siness, and profi ile details from m ltiple 

spoke/so rce systems to be cross-referenced. Batch Manag gement capabilities then 

allow the administrator to control the loading of the imported s pplier data into the H b 

repository. 

S pplier Data Q ality Management 

A critical element of an administrator’s role in managing s pp plier data is in dealing with 

d plicate s pplier records and establishing processes to prevvent d plication in the first 

place. The Data Q ality Management (DQM) f nctionality inc corporated into Oracle 

S pplier H b provides feat res that allow an administrator to o carry o t systematic de-

d plication and cleansing of s pplier identity, b siness and p profile details. The DQM 

tools have also been incorporated into the s pplier creation fflows that are s pported by 

the H b to prevent the set p of m ltiple records for the same e s pplier. 

DQM provides tools to set p match r les and other data q a ality set ps req ired for 

performing de-d plication tasks. It also provides tools for me erging the s pplier records to 

harmonize the information abo t a single s pplier that exists in m ltiple so rce systems. 

It provides tools for a tomatic identification of potential d plic cate s pplier records in the 

system in order that administrators and b siness  sers can ttake f rther data q ality 

actions as req ired.
