e DataVirtuality Pipes: You can determine how often the data should be moved yourself. In the
third step “Create Pipes to integrate the data”, you have the option to schedule the frequency of
data movement under the load settings. We recommend to check the incremental button,
otherwise the whole table will be moved every time.

e DataVirtuality Logical Data Warehouse: With the sophisticated scheduling of DataVirtuality
Logical Data Warehouse, you can replicate your data every minute, if needed. Dependencies on
other replication jobs are also configurable.
